Crystal back in concert

Versatile and dynamic singer/songwriter/composer. Crystal Sahagun is back again for another concert to benefit Heart and Stroke Foundation, St. Thomas More Youth Group and Blessed John XXIII Church.

Crystal Sahagun was born on April 21, 1982 in Toronto.  She is a graduate from CDI College where she obtained a Diploma with Honours from the Medical Laboratory Assistant Program and she is also a graduate of the Culinary Management program from George Brown College.  Crystal also graduated from Cardinal Carter Academy for the Arts where she majored in vocal music and also studied at Humber College for one year where she majored in Vocal Jazz Performance.  Currently, she is studying Photography at George Brown College.  

Crystal started singing at the age of two and has been training in vocal music since she was ten. 

Her style has developed into pop, jazz and r&b, though she loves to experiment and show her versatility with various genres.  She started composing songs at age 11 and recorded her first album on cassette tape entitled, “My Beginning” in 1995 when she was 13.  At a younger age, Crystal took piano lessons which has helped her most in composing music. 

She also took lessons in ballet, tap dancing, figure skating, jazz, guitar and drama.  She has since recorded singles such as I’ll Dream of You, Wish I Could Hold You Again and Forever and a Day.  In 2003 she recorded her first compilation CD In Love and in 2006 has recorded her latest single My World Belongs to You.

A few of her most memorable performances are singing the Canadian and American national anthems for the Toronto Raptors of the NBA at the, then, Skydome from 1996 - 1998 and appeared on the Camilla Scott Show singing her own composition, “You Make Me Strong” in 1997.  Since then, Crystal has held numerous fund-raising concerts in the Filipino communities of Toronto, Ottawa and Los Angeles, which have benefited the Canadian Juvenile Diabetes Foundation, St. Vincent de Paul Society for the Poor, Princess Margaret Hospital, Builders Lions Club of Los Angeles, Blessed John XXIII Catholic Church in Toronto and the Parish of  Our Lord’s Acension in the Philippines.  Crystal has also received awards in the past for her achievements in the performing arts such as: the “1997 Youth Impact Award of Excellence” in the arts, given by the city of Scarborough and has also received an award as one of the “Outstanding Young Filipino-Canadian Achievers” in 1997 which was given by the Binibining Pilipinas of the World.                    
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
