The tournament, the eighth in the series of AAAC Golf Tournaments since the Association’s founding almost thirteen years ago, has as its chairman,  Mr. J-Al Valledor, a long-standing member and Vice-Chairman of the Association,  assisted by a core group of AAAC members and volunteer golf enthusiasts.

This event is intended to generate funds largely for the AAAC’s ongoing scholarship programs for qualified but needy students in various Ateneo Universities, and also to provide funds for the Gawad Kalinga – Molave Village in Payatas, Quezon City,  a well-known Ateneo-supported housing initiative to help the poor.  As is well known in the community,  the AAAC’s fundraising programs have evolved into a year-round series of fundraising events, namely the annual Winterlude Dance, Annual Scholarship Dinner-Dance and Golf Tournament, with occasional Casino Rama trips in between.   To date, the Association has provided funding for fifteen (15) full scholarships at the five Ateneo Universities in the Philippines, namely Ateneo de Manila, Ateneo de Naga, Ateneo de Davao, Ateneo de Zamboanga and Ateneo de Cagayan(Xavier) University. In addition, last December 2006, the AAAC approved funding for one Gawad Kalinga housing unit in the Bicol Region.
