Dunluna art exhibit

Newly elected president of the Philippine Artists Group of Canada, Antonio Luna who signs his paintings as Dunluna held his first one-man show in the Philippines after so many years of stay in Canada. Entitled “DUNLUNA Two Worlds”, it ran from February 10th to the 17th, 2007 at the Asia Art Gallery, Shangri-La Plaza Shopping Mall in Mandaluyong City. On hand to join him as special guests were Virginia Barbers, wife of former senator James Barbers, ABS-CBN vice president Luchi Cruz Valdez, gynecologist-dermatologist Dr. Isabel Lopez Nasal, art patroness Beth Sison Tagle, and Steve Rheault-Kihara who represented Canadian Ambassador Peter Sutherland. 

Dunluna who sold a number of his paintings during the exhibition was also interviewed by two major TV stations in Manila. Impressed by his unique painting style, he was later invited by Beth Sison Tagle for a move-over art show in her own gallery called Galleries of Fine Arts at White Plains, Metro Manila on March 10, 2007, exactly a month after his first opening. The second art exhibition was to raise funds for the various civic projects of the Inner Wheel Club of Manila as requested by incoming president Tonette Apacible.

Dunluna, who claims to be a descendant of the foremost 19th century Filipino master, Juan Luna and his namesake revolutionary hero-general, is one of the most exciting and dedicated members of the Philippine Artists Group of Canada. He joined the Toronto-based Filipino art group in 1999 and has since developed his own unique style of objective abstraction. He is the only member who produces his own trademark frames
