Filipino kid punished ten times at school 
for using spoon and fork
MONTREAL–The mother of a seven year-old Filipino Grade 2 student has filed a formal complaint against a local Montreal school board  for repeated punishment and humiliation suffered by her son for using a spoon and fork during lunchtime day-care monitor.
Maria Theresa Gallardo said her son was repeatedly moved to an empty table about ten times during school lunchtime for eating “like a pig” for using a spoon and fork instead of only one utensil.

Norman Bergeron, the school’s principal of Ecole Lalande told the boy’s shocked mother that “here in Canada you should eat the way the Canadians eat”. Mrs. Gallardo has lodged the complaint to the Commission Scolaire Marguerite Bourgeoys (CSMB).
