 The artist in the group is reelected treasurer  Mogi Mogado who can interpret the “portrait of my love” or  Madonna portrait or the beautiful sceneries in any part of the world. He is an associate editor of  BALITA.

 Well of course, the three reelected members of the board of directors of the PPCO are all loaded with journalism experiences like Tony Sicat who retired as editor-in-chief of the Pilipino Star Ngayon, a sister publication of the Philippine Daily Star. Sicat was a defense reporter in the late 60’s of the Philippine Daily Star whose publisher was Andrew Go who retired as vice president of the Toronto Star.
